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Ethiopia is experiencing a prolonged drought 

after three consecutive failed rainy seasons 

since late 2020. The most severely impacted 

regions are the lowland areas of southern and 

eastern Oromia and Somali regions.

In addition, significant new internal displacement 

is ongoing notably in the Somali region of over 

40,000 newly displaced households
