At the end of August 2022, there were 33,847
refugees and asylum-seekers registered in
Somalia, mainly from Ethiopia (17,961 asylum
seekers and 4,884 refugees), Yemen (9,538
refugees and asylum seekers) and Syria (1,070
refugees and 103 asylum seekes). The remaining
291 persons of concerns were from other
countries.
