UNHCR is responsible for biometric registration of 
2017 Kasai refugees in coordination with the 
Government of Angola.

Highlights
 100% of 2017 Kasai refugee population was 

granted refugee status upon arrival.

 100% of refugees registered by UNHCR are 
issued with household documents. 

 100% of refugees registered and residing in 
Lovua Settlement receive food assistance from 
WFP. 

 Births and deaths are recorded weekly.

 UNHCR proGres database is used for 
documentation, case management and planning 
purposes.
