Between January and November 2022, some 34,300 refugees and migrants were estimated to have transited 
through the Western Balkans as part of mixed movements, (22% more than last year at the same period). 
Given the nature of movement of these persons, including as a result of pushbacks and/or reverse flow, 
UNHCR uses data on arrivals to estimate how many persons are a part of mixed movements (MMs) in a given 
time period.

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Regional breakdown:
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Some 8,900 persons were present in the Western Balkans as of end November 2022, including 327
unaccompanied and separated children (UASC). Of these, 67 per cent were present in Serbia, 
followed by Bosnia and Herzegovina (26 per cent), Albania, Kosovo and Montenegro ( 2 per cent 
each) and North Macedonia (one per cent ). This also include estimated number of persons present 
outside those government-run centres. 

Persons of concern present in the Western Balkans countries are accommodated in government-run 
centres; IOM-run centres, asylum-seekers and persons granted international protection in asylum 
centres and persons on the move in transit centres.
