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Most extra-continentals from Somalia, Eritrea, India,
Pakistan, and other countries, reported arriving to Suriname
 and started their journey from there, as the country used to
o�er them e-visa flexible arrangements. From 1st May, visa
policies were reestablished for most of these nationalities. 

 

Extra-continentals arrive to Brazil 
through humanitarian visas and other 
type of visa waivers. Common countries
of origin include Afghanistan, Nepal and
some West African countries

From Brazil, most routes go to Bolivia 
or Peru and start their journey up north 
to Ecuador and Colombia. There are 
some who cross directly to Colombia 
through the Amazon border between 
Colombia and Brazil. 

With the exception for Cuban nationals, 
other countries like Haiti, India, Nepal, Afghanistan,
covered by visa free or visa on arrival policies, 
face challenges with flight connections through
Bolivia.  

 

Many extra-continentals, notably
from China, Mauritania, Uzbekistan, and
others, are visa free to Ecuador and 
start their journey from there
