183 individuals were registered the week of
10th - 14th October 2011; 59 from Sudan, 45
from Somalia, 35 from DRC, 17 from Burundi,
18 from Ethiopia, 8 from Uganda and 1 from
Rwanda. As at 16th October 2011, the overall
population in Kakuma Refugee Camp stood at
83,791.

The average family size registered during the
reporting period stood at 2.12 individuals.
Family size 1 households represented 64% of
all newly registered households.

As at 16th October 2011, the total South
Sudanese returnee figure stands at 282
individuals, mainly from Upper Nile, Equatoria
and few Bahr el Ghazal States.
