The total registered Syrian refugee population stood at 560,151 (38% in camps; 62% outside camps) at the end
of December 2013. Monthly arrivals at the beginning of the year were significantly more than returns, but the
trend for both categories remained similar during most of the year. Sanliurfa, Gaziantep, Kilis and Hatay
provinces registered the highest refugee numbers in both camp and non-camp locations.

Overall, slightly more males were registered in the refugee camps and children (0-17 years) constituted the
majority (53%).
