1. Approval of the minutes from previous meeting

The minutes from the last working group meeting held on 11 February 2014 were reviewed and approved by the group. 

2. Activity info indicators & feedback on the quality of the information entered in January 
Feedback from January data-entry into Activity Info was presented to the group. Out of 24 organizations appealing under RRP6 only 11 had reported on the platform; Out of 33 organizations active in food security (reporting members to the WG’s 3W), only 13 had enter data into the platform; and out of 24 indicators, only 11 were filled in by those members that reported. In particular the key food security outcome indicators of Food Consumption Score and Daily Dietary Diversity Score were not reported on at all. This was partly due to the fact that a limited number of organizations were collecting this information, and also the fact that Activity Info does not allow members to report on the level of representativeness set by their sample strategies. It was agreed that Activity Info was not the best platform to report on these indicators and that members collecting this information should send it directly to the FSS Coordinator to be included in the monthly update. Members also discussed the possibility of merging the two indicators “Total $ transfer through cash/e-card/vouchers” and “Total $ redeemed”. It was agreed that it was important to distinguish total amount transferred from the actual amount redeemed, thus WG members should keep reporting on both indicators separately. 
ACTION POINT
FSS Coordinator to write to UNHCR to ensure that the above decisions are reflected into Activity Info. 

3. Reviewing the Minimum Food Expenditure Basket (MFB) 
WG members heard that the Cash Transfer Working group (CTWG) was reviewing the composition of the Minimum Expenditure Basket (MEB). As such, the FSSWG was asked to review the food section of the MEB. This followed the high-level Brussels meeting where it was decided that two MEB would be defined- one covering survival needs and one covering minimum needs. It was clarified that the survival Minimum Food Expenditure Basket (MFEB) would be covering kilocalories, macronutrients and most micronutrients requirements while the survival basket would be covering kilocalories and macronutrients. The working group thus debated the MFEB, and finally agreed to task WFP to provide inputs to the CTWG, taking cognizance of member’s inputs.

4. Market Survey Questionnaire 
Following the recent Arsal influx, WFP decided to carry out a market survey to assess the capacity of the local market to cope with the refugee influx. Concurrently, the Cash Working Group was also working on identifying market monitoring gaps and was planning on conducting a national baseline market assessment before the cash intervention in April. The assessment in Arsal was therefore set to also act as a pilot to inform the national baseline survey, particularly the food section of that baseline. WFP had planned to get feedback from the Arsal pilot during the week beginning 17 March, subject to the security situation prevailing in Arsal at that time. The WG was informed that the form was tested in Zahle and thus far it proved very difficult to get honest answers from most shop owners. The Arsal market survey tool was presented to the working group for comments. Special attention was requested on sections that sought to track the impact of the cash assistance in Lebanon. It was emphasized that the baseline questionnaire must not to take more than one hour to administer.

5. MSNA Information requirement matrix & sector specialist 
MSNA Information requirement matrix
[bookmark: _GoBack]The FSSWG was presented with the different data sources available for each information need listed for the MSNA. The VASyR appeared to be the best source of most information, although WG members also felt that it needed to be cross-checked with more localized assessments. It was agreed that the MSNA  team will identify the best source of information from the recommended assessments and the VASyr 2013. 
Sector specialist
Martina Iannizzotto from ACF and Solange Matta-Saade from FAO volunteered to review the sector page with the MSNA team before it is circulated to the WG. 


6. Presentation on SGBV activities 
A representative from the the SGBV Task force, Ms Samar Abou Assely of Heartland Alliance, presented the SGVB referral system to the WG. She also shared the differently coded pamphlets for SGBV referral networks and contact persons in each Governorate of Lebanon. 
7. Nutrition working group meeting
The first Nutrition Working Group meeting was scheduled to take place on Friday 14 March. Issues such WG governance, structure of the WG (co-leadership/chairing/secretariat), the development of TORs, development of a strategic work plan, and basic information needs such as the 3-W, were set to be  discussed.
