Reminder on Shelter Standards
· Refreshing session on the shelter standards included standards regarding the location of the collective shelter/centres, the site, the structure, the shelter itself, the rehabilitation works. The PPT is annexed to the minutes. 
· Difference between collective shelter (CS) and collective centre (CC) was reminded: CS: occupancy capacity: 6HH and more without management, while a CC:  occupancy capacity: 6HH and more and includes the management component. 
· Recommendation from Shelter Sector: While CS/CC are cost-effective considering the number of HH they can host, UNHCR advises to continue rehabilitating CS, but to focus more on SSU rehabilitation as owners and municipalities tend to change their minds and prefer less concentrated units. For reason of privacy, refugees are reluctant to share shelter space with several families.
· Reminder of the preconditions for CS to be approved by UNHCR for rehabilitation: 1) security assessment; 2) proof of property ownership; 3) Mutual Agreement of Intent signed by owner, municipality, host community; 4) submission of BoQ and Assessment; 5) Approval form signed by all parties concerned. 
· For what concerns the proof of ownership: In case ownership is not proven, a document of proof from the municipality is enough

· Recommendation from Shelter Sector: Greater focus on empty buildings to meet the first objective of RRP6 of creating space
· MoUs should include taxes, normally claimed by municipality. 
· Action point: Shelter Sector to provide clarifications on the party responsible to pay the taxes (owner or tenant?)

· Women Refugee Commission (WRC) has set shelter standards for persons with special needs. 

· Action Point: WRC standards to be shared with shelter partners
Update on SSU rehabilitation guidelines
· Main points of the guidelines were reminded to participants with additional information and discussions when required: 

· The main difference between SSU rehabilitation and urgent shelter repair (USR) is the kind of material used, cost of the work and impact of the works on the rental conditions. 
· The coverage of running cost in Nabatieh and Jezzine is the most challenging as many owners refrain to put it in a legal framework
· For cultural reasons, use of showers is restricted arereto the HH rather than divided based on gender. 

· Action point: Shelter Sector to adapt SOP on shelter rehab by adding a column to reflect standards adapted to the operational and cultural context of Lebanon. 
· Partners should be careful as not to contribute to market inflation
· Connection to the public electricity system is the responsibility of the owner

Common understanding on Shelter Terminology & Typology
· Brief explanation given on the shelter terminology and typology, followed by discussions on interpretation and few points concerned: Those most in need are those residing in tents and are in risk of crowdedness
· Difference between IS and FS is the respect  of international UNHCR standard in FS
· Tents surrounding a CS if on the land of the same owner should be considered as an expansion of the CS, hence should be part of the CS Masterlist. If different owner, then should be considered as an IS and listed on the ITS mapping and mapping tool.

· Partners should report under Activity-Info in line with the RRP6 submission and funds received.
· Same owner of several houses should be counted once and for all, not once for each contract.
