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From 16 June 2014, Al-Obaidi camp became inaccessible to UN

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and other h itarian staff. Nevertheless, UNHCR’s partner, ISHO, continues to provide basic services to the

refugees (distributing bread, kerosene, and cash for complementary food and ice blocks).
