	Zaatari / CP-SGBV Field working group
· A child labour task force started with IMC, UNICEF, UNHCR,  NHF, ACTED, ARDD-Legal AID, Save International

· Health and protection risks facing adolescents’ girls in the camp were shared and discussed briefly. Particular reference was made to adolescent girls. Those girls are considered by members to be at high risk of sexual transmitted diseases, teenage pregnancy, pregnancy outside wedlock and honour killing. 

· Birth registration: members reported concerns that many children are not registered at birth, either due to lack of family awareness or because of complicated procedures. Members suggested a second round of Amani Campaign and to disseminate information on Birth registration procedures. 

· The second meeting of the child labour committee took place. The need for a joint rapid assessment is being discussed to fill information gab on relation to children who work outside the camp (simple assessment by focused group discussion, observation and interviews of service providers). 

· A review workshop on the referral pathway in Zaatari Camp will take place, to highlight challenges and see possible solutions.
