Summary of Discussions and Action Points

1. Action Points from Previous Meeting: Review and Follow-Up

· Farah shared with the HWG updates on the health committees to be initiated in Minieh by beginning of April. TORs of the health committee to be shared again as there were new participants in the HWG. The HWG’s participation in the training of the health committees will be needed. Farah will share the agenda of the training and HWG is expected to provide feedback on their availability as well as to suggest training topics
· RI updated the HWG on the results of the PHC assessment in T5. 2 centers would possibly be supported: MoPH health center in Zihryieh & Bakhaoun PHC
· IOCC will share in the next meeting the finalized list of PHCs to be supported with Nutritional activities
· Partners who did not provide their feedback on the health matrix were asked to do so in order to include them on the mapping of health services of T5 & Akkar
· The HWG agreed to add the mental health services on the mapping.

· The contact of the school health program coordinator for the North is Janine. She can be reached on this number 03/565433. Any reported/identified health issues in Public schools should be reported to her.
2.  Updates on the new TPA
· The HWG was briefed on the change of TPA and was introduced to the new one.
· Hotlines were shared as well as updated leaflets and brochures (attached again with the minutes)
· Clarification was provided regarding maintaining the same SOPs with possibility of these being amended in the future.
· List of contracted hospitals was also shared (Al Hanan hospital was still pending) 
· IMC raised the issue of transportation of urgent cases to the hospitals: LRC was requesting a bed reservation before transporting a patient to the hospital which is not possible. The rationale was the amount of time & effort LRC ambulance team is putting in order to be able to admit a patient to the hospital, since some hospitals would refuse to admit the patient before paying a deposit. Farah will be meeting with LRC in order to look for a solution for this issue.
3. New IRC WPE mobile project – Stay Safe Presentation
· The presentation was postponed till next meeting
4. QRC health activities in the North

· QRC has already initiated assistance in SHC in Bekaa. The plan is to re-initiate the contribution to the SHC bills in the North as well, mainly targeting Neonatal Intensive Care Unit (NICU) admissions. This is expected to start by early April. Dr. Fadi to share updates once the contracts with the hospitals (TGH & NDP) are finalized. 
· QRC might also look into covering cases of Motor Vehicle Accidents (MVA), cost of Orthopedic materials, congenital heart disease surgeries.  
· QRC is also looking into setting up Primary Health Care services in the North 

· The issue of the gap in Pediatric Intensive Care Unit (PICU) services was raised by the HWG. This gap affects both the refugees and the host community. Children in need of such a service are being transported all the way to Beirut or to Saida to receive the need health care. TGH has already set up the unit; however, there are still gaps in terms of equipment and technical expertise. QRC might look into supporting this project. It was highlighted that there might be plans at the central level to support PICU services in TGH. QRC needs to coordinate closely with Public Health Unit (PHU) in Beirut in this matter.
5. AOB
· Polio campaign will be started on the 23rd of March
· Waleed who recently joined UNFPA shared the target and the agenda of UNFPA for the coming 2 years. The main focus is on Family planning and STIs. The plan is also to target youth. Project is for both vulnerable host population and refugees. Waleed can be contacted on any related event in terms of gaps or cases concerning deliveries, STIs, HIVs… Waleed has shared his contact details (phone number and email). Waleed reminded the HWG that RH commodities are available at central level; an email was shared earlier regarding the procedure to get the commodities. A reminder will be sent again.
· UNICEF inquired about an NGO “Abwab El Kheir” running an MMU in Minieh without coordinating with other actors in that area and without getting the approval of the Cada physician. Farah to send out an invite for MMU coordination meeting for T5 & Akkar.
