General Updates:


· Azraq camp population is 16,863 as of 24th March 2015. The increase population is 1,109 individuals since last week, hence the increasing trends is ongoing. 
· Since last week, 389 individuals returned to the camp; out of which 160 returned spontaneously/voluntarily with the intention to live in the camp due to various reasons and 189 individuals were returned to the camp by the police.
· A “heads of agencies” meeting was held this week where discussions took place on the new arrivals and trends. An email is sent on the revision of the Contingency Plan to all agencies. 
· Village 5 and V2 will be opened soon, it will start with V5 due to the preparedness level of the shelters and WASH facilities. 
· UNHCR has conducted a shelter monitoring exercise in V3 and V6 to identify damaged shelters and available shelters. All shelters with minor damaged are fixed by the QFTs. 
· UNHCR together with the partners completed Participatory Assessment this week using the principles of Age, Gender, and Diversity Mainstreaming (AGDM). 


Sectorial updates

SRAD:

· The numbers of population movements are as follows: Reunion-962, Spontaneous return to Syria-2560, Voluntary returns to the camp-2314 Leave permission 13,452, Bailout 4,356 and  a total of 3258 MOI cards have been issued by SRAD Azraq


UNHCR Security:

· The security situation in the camp remained calm.
· Last week a traffic accident took place in the camp, with one child having injured. The car and driver still not identified. 
Health:

· 3,260 consultations took place in primary health clinics
· 61 referrals out – to MSF hospital mostly for war-wounded
· Scabies investigation in ECJ took place and no case identified. 
· New arrivals who don’t pass through Raba Sarhan (mostly police referrals), there is lack of medical information since they don’t pass through the medical screening in Raba. It is planned to establish a screening mechanism to be conducted by IMC for those cases upon arrival in Azraq upon referral from the reception area. 
· H1A1 in Jordan a total of 13 cases were identified, and will be treated as normal flue cases. 
· A document is prepared by the health actors for the available medical services in the camp to be disseminated to refugees.
· In the hospital 265 patients checked 67 admitted for the wards, 7 patients were referred outside from the hospital
· 15 new born babies during last week, 4 caesarian sections
· 8th of April is the targeted date to open the dental services. 
· An SMO will start working in the hospital on 1st of April as Internist and a surgeon will also resume work twice a week, one day for consultations and one day for the surgery. 

WASH:

· Total water distributed 2997/m3. 97 trucks
· Waste Water: 1197 m³.
· 97 test at truck level, 10 at tank level, all results satisfactory. Chlorine at tap level is 0.7
· Also the collection of garbage is taking place smoothly.
· The work on Waste Water Treatment Plantation is ongoing. 
· The borehole will be ready by 1st April, pending final approval from MoH which willt take 2-3 weeks.
· V5 preparation of WASH facilities are ongoing by WVI, and it is aimed to be finalized by Thursday. For sanitization the priority will be given to selected plots. 
· 25 taps replaced by WVI
· 360 superstructures were repaired
· 42 HP sessions took place
· World Water Day activities took place on the 22nd March. 
· For the quality of the waste water, MoH and MoW took samples for the second time, and the results this time was negative for worms and the water quality is cleared for waste water treatment.  


Site Planning / Shelters

· Site planning is looking for the new sites for the expansion of the camp for Village 7 and 8. 
· V5 concrete flooring is ongoing (1,132 is still ongoing and 1,994 completed) through NRC and V2 will start later on. 
· The site for the graveyard is demarcated, handed over to CARE to dig the graves. 
· Multipurpose sports ground is about to be completed by next week. 
· IKEA is doing a survey on the electrification of the camp, all partners are requested to provide their electrification consumption in their sites ASAP. 
· Shades in SRAD site are put and water and electricity will be provided. 


Protection:

· A training on Family Protection was provided targeting SRAD police staff by UNHCR , FPD, Juvenile Police, SRAD 
· Civil Register Office coming weekly, 
· Increase of 11 % of new arrivals majority is new arrivals others are non-new comers. 
· Majority 54 % from Police remaining is voluntary return
· 92 spontaneous returns to Syria 

Community Service:

· PA finished last week, phase of drafting of the report and the draft report will be shared later. 
· The main complaints received over the last week were mostly about singles shelters in family plots, e-card/vouchers not enough for food assistance, shelters maintenance is taking long time especially for the occupied shelters, since the priority is given to empty shelters, request for clothes and underwear. 


Education:

· 27 students were registered last week to the school, total enrollment rate currently being 1400 students.
· 449  for the second semester
· RI Informal Education: 164 students registered in total. Remedial Classes : 477 students has been registered so far. . 
· NRC Catch-up Classes: 424F,  137M enrolled.
· Informal for youth: an average of 100 attendance rate average 

Food
· Bread consumption increased recently due to the new arrivals. 
· 313 e-card distributed this week
· There will be reduction of the food assistance to some refugees in the urban based on vulnerability criteria. An SMS was sent to all refugees in urban. 
· Food basket value hasn’t changed for the camps. 
· WV has distributed 7027 date bars in the schools


NFIs:

The distribution figures for the last week is as follows: 

· Solar lamps distribution: 2949 lamps were distributed to 2949 families
· Next week another solar lanterns distribution will take place. These are the lanterns donated by Taiwan. 
· For this week and next week, the distribution of IMC HK and JEN clothes will continue.
· Gas refill: V3 and V5 replenishment site will be opened to facilitate the refill from next week
· This week will be the last week for heaters refill and next week it will be only for the cookers in a 30 days cycle. 
AOB:

· There was a proposal for Coordination Meeting to be held biweekly.
