	Trans boundary diseases: definition and control strategies: 15 minutes

	
	· The meeting started with a presentation from Dr. Ahmad Almajali – International Consultant Epidemiologist on TADs. 
· TADs are infectious/contagious animal diseases that have tendency to become epidemic and can easily cross borders, they have a high economical impact and needs regional effort i.e (FMD last outbreak reported in Lebanon was in 2009, LSD in 2012 as for PPR never reported in Lebanon
· TADs has economical impacts, impacts on production, price & market effect and impact on the food security, health and the environment and financial impact
· A strategy should be placed in order to control TADs; more equipment  and materials, more training and outbreaks investigation, regional and international cooperation
· As for internal communication, each governorate has a department of animal health with vets and technicians informed during their monthly visits to the famers about all animal diseases affecting the region whether dangerous or not and will inform the Chief veterinarian Officer in order to take action.
· Availability of Syrians vets in the region on the border with Syria

	· Presentation from Dr. Ghazi El Hakim on biosafety and biosecurity in poultry farms.
· Disease are transmitted due to lack of biosafety in equipment , transportation
· In order to prevent diseases good management is needed: daily monitoring, reliable records and applying vaccination program depending on the epidemiologic system in Lebanon
· FAO through one of its project will help 500 farmers all over the country by distributing laying hens with two month quality tested feeds in order to help poor farmers in the country affected by the Syrian crisis.
