Formal education will only be
provided by the Ministry of
Education in Greece. Education
actors can seek to provide non-
formal or informal education,
depending on the plans of their
organizations.

Non-formal educational activities do
not correspond to the definition of
formal education. Non-formal
education takes place both within
and outside educational institutions
and caters to people of all ages. It

does not always lead to certification.

Non-formal education programs are
characterized by their variety,
flexibility and ability to respond
quickly to new educational needs of
children or adults. They are often
designed for specific groups of
learners such as those who are too
old for their grade level, those who
do not attend formal school, or
adults. Curricula may be based on
formal education or on new
approaches. Examples include
accelerated ‘catch-up’ learning,
after-school programs, literacy, and
