Description and launch plan

· Who will participate? 
· All partners responding to the Syrian refugee crisis in Turkey, including the UN and NGO partners (not for cross-border operations).
· Maximum 1,000 users.
· What is it?
· An internet based database, capable of collecting data (narrative and statistics) from all actors and generate reports at any time.
· A database system for mapping, reporting, analysis of response.It is an online database that allows to; store data on pre-defined indicators, Geo-locate intervention locations, access, manage, map and analyze indicators, monitor humanitarian projects and detect possible duplications. 
· Basically, it is a simple interface developed to simplify reporting. 
· Why do we need this? 
· This system is already successfully implemented in Jordan, Lebanon, Iraq and Egypt. Turkey is the last country in the Syrian response to adopt this system and the other countries have found this database extremely helpful in their reporting work. Overall the system will:	Comment by Levent Eksi: Egypt did not finalize the implementation yet. They are still at the training of the partners phase.
· Save staff time on data collection and reporting;
· Enable reporting at any time and by different sets of filters;
· Capable of supporting additional applications, such as interactive maps.
· Where is it located?
· It is accessible wherever there is an internet connection.	Comment by Levent Eksi: AI works offline as well. I would rephrase this sentence to something like; Data is stored in an online database, even though you would need active internet connection to see the live data, you could also use the ActivityInfo offline.
· How to roll it out in Turkey?
· Agencies will indicate their interest to participate and nominate agency focal points to UNHCR by 20 December 2015;
· A general information session will be organised in the first week of January 2016 in Gaziantep;
· Agency focal points and sector leads will design the framework of the database in the first two weeks of January 2016;
· Roll out training will be provided in the 3rd and 4th weeks of January 2016 in Gaziantep, Istanbul and Ankara (tentative locations);
· Activityinfo launch by the last week of January 2016.
