The Prioritization of disability specific services for refugees and other vulnerable populations in Jordan document was reviewed section by section and changes were made and proposed throughout the document as each comment was discussed and agreed upon by the Disabilities Task Force.

Section 3- Coordination, Assessment, Monitoring and Evaluation 
Consolidation of information on refugees and vulnerable host populations with disabilities in Jordan was discussed but data protection was raised as a major concern. It was stressed that any protocols and procedures to collect, store and share data on persons with disabilities must be in compliance with UNHCR’s Policy on the Protection of Data of Persons of Concern (May 2015). It was agreed that this section would be further developed in the New Year when the DTF will look at establishing criteria for matching stakeholders’ databases containing bio-data on refugees and other persons of concern to UNHCR with disabilities
Parts ii and iii of Key approaches for adaptive and assistance devices assistive devices were also presented as areas of concern. It was stated that these two comments were too broad and needed to be applied more to Jordan. It was agreed that this is to be reworded and presented to the task force in the next version of the document. 
Other areas of concern that were presented were the prioritization of services based on age and the vagueness of the devices listed that were being provided. After extensive debate, it was ultimately decided that this document needs to reflect the guidelines provided from a previously published WHO document that states those below 18 take priority for services. Also, that although it is important to note that there are a variety of devices that need to be provided, this document is not to list every intervention possible. That being said, changes were still made to language to ensure it is more inclusive. 
This lead to discussion over what the goal of the document. It was suggested that it should be explicitly stated somewhere in the document. It was agreed that the primary purpose of the document was prioritization and that there will be a section in the beginning of the document to address this and make it very clear. 
There was an issue raised about providing training for the field workers to provide for people with disabilities. It was argued that the document needed to also talk about the qualifications and capacities of the staff/social workers. It was proposed to put this information under protocols or put a section at the end that speaks to CP and doing no harm/ staff should be equipped to address issues presented. 
Also, under the section Mobility Aids in the two sections in the table, upper limb splinting and upper limb splinting, will be written up by the DTF Chairs and circulated for further input.

It was agreed on that the education section of the document needed further attention. This section will continue to be a work in progress but it was also identified that further research and situation analysis needs to be done to be able to advocate for more services. A solution presented was the hiring of an intern to conduct research on existing data and education services available in Jordan. Using the results of this research, the task force will then be able to more thoroughly address this section of the document.
