	Agenda point: Sharing of information on (a.) results of piloting Washington Group questions in UNHCR registration interviews (b.) next steps for developing inter-agency disability needs assessment criteria (c.) upcoming technical workshop on education for CWD 

	a.) UNHCR rolled out the Washington Group questions in a case study of 98 registration interviews. The current percentage of refugees registered with disabilities is less than 3 %. Of the 98 households monitored in the study, 27.5% of participants were flagged as having a disability with the Washington Group questions. This brought the new percentage much closer to WHO’s estimate (15%) for percentage of individuals with a disability within a population. The Washington Questions are meant to act as a flagging tool for people with disabilities with a view to improving quality data on refugees with disabilities and better target a response. Jordan will be a pilot country for UNHCR HQ on how to improve identification of refugees with disabilities. 
b.) Next steps:
i. UNHCR registration staff will be trained by HI on how to use the Washington Group questions in registration interviews countrywide. 
ii. HI and UNHCR are currently developing ToRs for a consultant to develop disability specific needs assessment tools to form the basis for appropriate referrals of PWD to services.
iii. Data Sharing Agreements between DTF members will be crucial for strengthening referrals of PWD to appropriate services. Sarah will share a draft data sharing agreement for DTF members’ consideration.
iv. UNHCR Information Management Officer Gorgui Diouf presented on Service Adviser, an online repository for all 4Ws of all sectors in inter-agency response.  
c.) Technical Workshop on Education for CWD 
a.) The overall objective of the workshop is to develop technical guidance on education options for children with disabilities looking specifically at minimum standards for referral to special education providers and quality special education. Sarah will share the agenda for the work shop. 


	Action points:
· With a view to updating our information on disability specific services in Jordan, please remove/add to the information in the ‘Mapping of disability specific services’ excel sheet and send back to Sarah Pallesen. Swiss Leg has offered to produce leaflets with information in Arabic on available disability specific services country-wide for dissemination to our persons of concern through our respective networks. 
· The technical workshop will be on the 5th of December, 2016.In preparation for the workshop, DTF members are kindly requested to share any international guidelines, policies, good practices on special education i.e. guidelines on minimum standards for quality education/best interest determination for children with severe mental disabilities. While the focus of the workshop will be on special education, we would also welcome technical guidance on minimum standards for ensuring inclusive education for children with mild to moderate disabilities.
