Meeting Minutes
1.  Review of outputs of 10 August workshop on access to specialized services for persons with disabilities.
A) ’ prioritization of disability specific services for refugees and other vulnerable populations in Jordan’

Conversation ensued about the current status of the Prioritization of disability specific services for refugees and other vulnerable populations in Jordan document that was produced from the last group output session. It was agreed that this document was just a work in progress at this point and that a collaborative effort is needed to eventually produce a final copy of this document. The document will be uploaded to an online platform to allow for partners to contribute comments to the document, however the following comments were made at the meeting concerning the documents current status:

· Education section needs more work because it is not entirely clear. 
· This section will be run by the education working group for further review
· Specific types of education provided should be clearer and the segregation of educational services should not be automatically assumed and referenced in the document
· AP: Sarah will present this document to the education sector for further review. 
· Rehabilitation is also not very detailed and needs to be discussed further
· Feedback for the Nutritional support section is still being waited on and will be updated once more information is received. 
· There is a need to clean up the language concerning disabilities and impairments to make it more consistent throughout the document
· There was mutual agreement that the language needs to be cleared up prior to final submission
· Agreed that the UN convention will be what is used for the definition of disabilities 
· Suggested that a table could be presented in the document to clarify this definition 
· It was suggested that deafness and blindness not be included in the special education services section
· The sequence of the document needs to be addressed and changed to be put into a logical order
· It was stressed that this order does not imply which issues are a priority, simply in an order that makes sense
· AP: Esraa Majd will review the document and make suggestions on changes by Tuesday, October 6th
· AP: Alejandro Hurtado will find a platform to upload this document to where people can make suggestions for the final copy. 
· AP: Colin Lopez will upload this document and make it available for partners 
· It was agreed that inclusion should be explicitly addressed in the document
· It was stressed that the document should not be expanded, simply made more specific. Do not want to make it too general. 
· Section concerning monitoring disease control needs to be clarified
· AP: Anne Burton said she will reword it for clarification 
· Under medical care, it was suggested to change from congenital and “other deformities” to ‘and other conditions and deformities’

B) Template for mapping of specialized services for refugees and vulnerable host populations across all Governorates in Jordan

The template for mapping specialized services for refugees was discussed and partners agreed to fill it out once the template was completed to help identify service gaps. It was also agreed that this template will need to be adjusted for the changes that will happen in the working document. 

A question was asked if the template can be used for fundraising once completed. The answer was yes, this document can be used for fundraising once completed.

2. Discussion on development of leaflet with information on services for persons with disabilities across Jordan

The group was asked if there was a leaflet already available for disability services in Jordan. Handicap International said this leaflet is not yet available. It was agreed that compiling this information is important to be shared with refugees, however the difficulties of doing so were expressed. The fact that there are so many services makes compiling the information into one place that is user friendly is very difficult. There was also a question as to which sign language is used in Jordan, however no answer was provided. It was also mentioned that the target population is not necessarily comprised of avid readers when it comes to sharing information. It was recommended that other forms of communication should be used such as short films, etc. It was agreed that the template will be used as a tool to see what services are available and use that to compile information to share. 

AP: Find out what type of sign language is used in the population to design services for them. 

3. Swiss Leg and JICA (Japan International Cooperation Agency)

JICA approached the task force to set up a meeting and discuss their work. It was suggested that the organization is focused on employment and inclusion and offers services such as job coaching for people with disabilities. They will be meeting at UNHCR on Tuesday at 10 and may want to join the task force. 

4. AOB

It was questioned whether there is still a gap for prostheses and who is currently providing this service. This information is important to ensure there is proper funding.
