DRC 
conducted a rapid shelter assessment the week 
after the cyclone. The results of the assessment 
have been shared with CCCM and Shelter Cluster. 
 

RSG has currently committed to respond to 
the shelter needs in the camps, especially in 
the camps covered by DRC CCCM. Although 
the renovation and repair of the partially 
damaged shelters have been undertaken by 
the CMCs, the totally damaged shelter are 
not been prioritized, therefore some IDPs 
are currently occupying TLSs, community 
buildings and communal kitchen as refuge.
