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About PRMN Note 1

The PRMN (Protection & Return Monitoring Network) is a UNHCR-led project which identifies and reports on displacements of populations in
Somalia as well as protection incidents. This dashboard should be read in conjunction with the Notes on PRMN Methodology
(https://goo.gl/HQwirQ) which outline the approach and certain limitations.

PRMN partners record displacements by interviewing displaced households and key informants. The figures shown are based on
interviews "on arrival" i.e. at destination. However, in some circumstances, displacements reported "on departure” may be significant -
for example, 59,000 displacements due to floods in Belet Weyne in May 2016 are not included in the figures above.
