RefuGIS – Youth service mapping draft findings presentation
UNHCR-IRD RefuGIS have finished the data collection for the youth services in Zaatari camp, both Jean-Laurent and Marwan have presented the initial findings to the group, initial findings have a lot of useful information they will lead potentially to better understanding to services inside the camp and will be a useful tool to inform programme design, collaboration between service providers and address the gaps in camp districts. 
The initial findings showed that all youth targeted programmes should collaborate more and identify terminologies and type of services for future mapping exercises, which will enhance the survey anatomy and will improve future service mapping exercises and information sharing. The data also showed the distribution of services in the camp districts, concentration of services should be taken in consideration for any future interventions.
