Strategic Priorities in Water supply



• Sanitation mapping and construction

– Integration with Shelter sector, partners to constructing shelter constructs latrines (economy of scale, reduced 
sanitation over head costs) – proposed but not started

– CBI – Jewi (NCA) & Nguenyyiel (Oxfam) piloted

• Strengthen and scale community based management model;
– HH participation in latrine construction

– Use of YEP graduates (where available) to support sanitation marketing and construction

• Support ongoing operation innovation
– UDDTs

• Support and strengthen linkages with regional authorities on sanitation &
