» SHC s a main concern since there are currently no partners supporting with 25% contribution, or
cases falling outside UNHCR criteria > unmet needs.

» Dissemination of the need to map alternatives for coverage among partners since it’s a main
priority now.

» Dialysis as a fundamental example: Since it’s not covered by UNHCR and many other NGOs, the
need to advocate for such funding is essential. UNHCR is keeping a data base of all Dialysis
patients.

Rise of Maternal Mortality ( MoPH)

» WHO- and Ministry of Public Health raised a concern about the rise of maternal mortality due to
unsafe delivery with unauthorized midwives during Central Health Working Group on Jan 26 2018.

» To note that WHO- MoPH and UNHCR strongly encourage giving birth in hospital.

» Partners are encouraged to counsel pregnant women to approach UNHCR if they have not done
so already, because many women who are not registered with UNHCR are not aware of health
assistance available and supported by UNHCR. UNHCR appointment hotline is 76-500380.

» Referring to UNHCR ensures coverage and proper information delivery.

» Importance of spreading awareness on the risks of deliveries done by an unskilled midwife.
» Two epi-monitors that were disseminated in May and July last year, are attached.
» Further data regarding MMR and NMR will be shared during the next HWG meeting by WHO.

» LFPA used the pregnancy Card including the past medical history of the pregnant woman; this is
crucial to decrease the risk of complication and possibly maternal mortality.
