· Patient distribution by nationality

· New patient file: The patient consults the center’s physician and the center fills a special form and sends it to YMCA. This form contains patient’s full name, detailed address, phone number, date of birth, nationality and the needed medications. A copy of the ID or UNHCR card is required.
· YMCA prepares a 3 months delivery based on the exact need of the dispensary. 
· The dispensary reports to YMCA monthly on preset templates the consumed medications.
· At the end of 3 months a new delivery is prepared based on the actual consumption of medicines.
· YMCA staff perform unannounced field visits to monitor the distribution.
· MoPH PHC coordinator confirmed that the PHCc should charge between 8 000 and 18 000 LBP as fees for the services including the cost of the medication and 5000 LBP if the patient presents to the PHCc only to receive his medication. While at the dispensaries, the patient can be charged up to 10 000 LBP to receive the chronic medication.
· MoPH proposed to circulate the complaint form to the PHCc to be able to report the challenges to YMCA.
· YMCA is expecting a shortage for 2 months for around 40 medications due to delays in the transfer of funds. 
Presentation on Measles Surveillance (MoPH):

· Despite the availability of a safe, effective and for free vaccine in PHC, Lebanon is still endemic in measles virus (genotype D8) and outbreaks are expected in a periodic trend (4-5 years)
· Measles outbreaks pose a serious challenge to regional elimination efforts 
· The latest outbreak was in 2013, 1760 measles confirmed cases were detected  
· Since the beginning of 2018, ESU has noticed a significant increase in measles cases
· Current outbreak: 
- High risk group:-Most affected age group: under 10 years, 
                               -Attack rate for under 5 years reached 44.6/100000 
                               -Attack rate for aged 5-9 years 16.5/100000
-Affected area:  Most affected mohafazas are Bekaa, Baalbeck/Hermel, and Mount Lebanon
- Nationality: Cases are distributed among Lebanese and Syrian. Yet, no cases were reported among Palestinians.
- Vaccination: Most of the children were not vaccinated or with unspecified vaccination status
 - Response: Response was initiated with focused measles vaccination campaigns in the affected areas in coordination with WHO, UNICEF, MSF and local NGOs. 
· Outbreak Response: Implemented activities include: 
-Conducting training sessions for ESU peripheral team 
-Conducting training sessions for health centers and hospitals
-Publishing a weekly bulletin on measles and Rubella surveillance on MOPH website
-Developing advocacy materials: brochures, pens, agendas, SOP, posters ….
-In Chatila camp, and as a response to the outbreak, 12 137 children were vaccinated for measles and OPV. Moreover, In Jnah, 1 100 children were vaccinated by the Islamic Health society.
