· Welcomed all members present
· Refugee response is big and many actors involved in the operation

	Review of Previous minutes
· The numbers have reduced to less than 100 per day in Kyangwali

· 4w matrix has been generated

· A training on EPI was conducted in west Nile and other locations will be covered as well

· The outbreaks in Kyaka II and Kyangwali were closed and 2 rounds of oral cholera vaccines have been conducted

· Measles cases are in a few settlements

· Anthrax outbreak in West Nile – outside the settlements but it’s in control

· With the presence of one health in Arua

· A total of 1220 cases registered with 44 deaths and most of the deaths were on arrival at lake sides and a few were registered 
· Other interventions such as hygiene improvement, sanitation, water trucking were also done

· Expired nutrition stocks at health facilities should be documented 

	Updates from the Nutrition in Emergency working group
· Integrated management of Acute malnutrition thematic working group and has started working 

· Terms of reference for the group has been developed
