$1,005,823,894 representing 51% of the financial requirements.

3. Contributions to the Syria Situation Response are shown by the earmarking modality as defined in the Grand Bargain.

1. The financial requirements of the Syria Situation Response include requirements in Albania, Algeria, Armenia, Belarus, Belgium, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Cyprus, 

Egypt, Iraq, Italy, Jordan, Lebanon, Libya, Malta, Mauritania, Montenegro, Morocco, Republic of Moldova, Russian Federation, Saudi Arabia, Serbia, Spain, Sudan, Syria Regional 

Refugee Coordin, Syrian Arab Republic, the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Tunisia, Turkey and United Arab Emirates.

Methodology: Unearmarked funding is allocated and reallocated multiple times during the year to allow UNHCR to fund prioritised activities. This 

funding update includes an indicative allocation of funds so as to accurately represent the resources available for the situation. The contributions 

earmarked for the Syria Situation Response shown above are combined with an indicative allocation of the softly earmarked and unearmarked 

contributions listed below. This allocation respects different levels of earmarking. Adjustments relate to programme support costs and carry-over.
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
