MOoPIC has shared the first draft with the task forces for review. In regards to
WASH Sector, although it was initially required to cut 5% from the total appeal,
but the first draft doesn’t include any cut.

Jordanian Humanitarian Fund JHF — First Call:

OCHA is planning to launch the first JHF Strategic Allocation for 2019, on the 1st
allocation in March.

Three key guiding principles for the JHF were highlighted to continue to respond
to vulnerable individuals and those with specific needs, more focusing on the
localization of the funds reaching national partners and more targeting on cash-
based response.

JHF strives to support cash-based programmes while remaining flexibility as
certain projects and responses cannot be addressed by cash, Gender
responsiveness should be considered as well.

Previous priorities:
Call for proposals of March 2017, priorities were:
1. WASH services offered in informal tented settlements (ITS)
Provision of WASH infrastructure (mobile toilets), water tanks and handwashing
stands would greatly improve the environmental conditions in these settlements,
and would have an impact upon the rates.
2. Azraqg WASH improvement projects to accommodate the new arrivals
New WASH blocks are required for the new arrivals in Village 2, which would lead
to a significant improvement in the condition of the most vulnerable.
Call for proposals of March 2018, priorities were:
Cash assistance in Villages 2 and 5 targeting vulnerable individuals through the
expansion of the Greywater Project.
JRP Sector Specific Objectives: Providing safe and equitable access to gender
appropriate sanitation services in Zaatari, Azraq and KAP camps
Standard Indicators: Number of people benefited from improved wastewater
services in the camps
