General details about the school: 

The SCS belongs to the Ministry of Education, General Secretariat - Youth and Lifelong 

Learning Department 

• A prerequisite for school enrollment is the non-completion of the Gymnasium and is 

addressed to adults over 18 years of age. 

 The duration of study is 2 years. Each year consists of 3 departments and the 

maximum number of students that can be accepted in the SCS of Ioannina is 120 

people. However, in the current school year, 140 entries have been made. 

• Registration is not required to provide prior academic titles and is done by showing a 

document certifying the pupil's personal details as well as a copy of the residence 

permit or the application for a residence permit. Registrations take place throughout 

the school year. 

• Each school enrollment is a small interview by SCS teachers to explore the level of 

knowledge of the Greek language 

The SOC Ioannina provides through the project 17 hours a week Greek language 

courses in adults 

• The ESWG agreed to the Ioannina SCS to address a request to the Ministry of 

Education, which will be signed by all non-formal education providers in the region, 

with the aim of creating a preparatory rapid learning section of Greek through SBS. 

• It was agreed that adult benefactors attend Greek courses (part of which is 

completed on March 31) and have a good level of Greek to register for SBS after April 

10, 2019. 

 

• Main characteristic: 

 



•  techniques and methodology adapted for adults 

• Students work in groups, taking into consideration the characteristics of every 

student 

• Not specific curriculum, but what students want to learn 

• Quality evaluation, taking into account the individual progress of every student 

• Important: teach an adult how to learn 

• Projects of many students 

• Experiential learning 

• Psychologist and career counselor      

 

Procedure with refugees: 

 

• No need of a prove of documentation 

• A document to prove that this is the same person 

• Residence of permit or application 

 

 

2nd Chance School belongs to the Ministry of Education 

At the beginning, need of Greek language 

15 students this year at the 1st grade (most of them didn’ t have a level in Greek) 

Only 3 students dropped out 

2 transferred to Thessaloniki and Athens 

 

What school did: maximum amount in support in Greek language (in total 14 hours) 

 

School also accepts volunteers 

 

The Ministry of Education announced that the 2nd Chance School will have a class in 

order to learn Greek faster. 

 

Questions: 

 

Who is the stuff? 

4 permanent teachers, 2 volunteers and part time teachers. 

 

Which is the capacity of refugees? 

The number of students is 120 (22 students/class). 

 

When we can do the registration? 

The whole school year. 

 

Who can register to the school? 

Those who have completed the 17th year and above.

A common document that everyone will sign in order to puss the ministry to start a 

pre-class next school year.
