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This report provides an analysis of the market prices of the key commodities that make up the in-kind food basket
compared to the cash transfer value distributed by WFP to the refugee beneficiaries. The report focuses on price
data collected from Kyaka II, Kiryandongo, Rhino Camp, Adjumani/Pakelle, Bidibidi, Imvepi, Palabek, Palorinya,
Oruchinga, Rwamwanja, Kyangwali and Nakivale settlements for the period April-June 2019. The prices analyzed
here are for commodities of the WFP in-kind food basket which include maize grain, beans, millet flour as a proxy
for CSB, vegetable oil and salt.

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. The average market price of the WFP in-
kind food basket across all settlements in-
creased by 23 percent from quarter 1 of
2019 to second quarter of 2019.
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° In settlements such as Kiryandongo, Adju-
man/Pakelle and Rhino camp, the WFP cash
transfer can only purchase 84 percent, 76
percent and 73 percent respectively of the
in-kind food basket in second quarter of
2019.
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° The average market price of in-kind food
basket across all the settlements is 7 per-
cent higher than the WFP cash transfer.
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° Despite the increase in market price of the
food basket, the average price level in sec-
ond quarter of 2019 across all settlements
is not sufficiently high above 10 percent for
three consecutive months to trigger discus-
sion for an increase of the transfer value.
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° Food prices for commodities such as maize
and beans are expected to decrease in the
third quarter of the year due to first season
harvest.

The average market price of
the food basket across all settlements has increased by 23 percent from first quar-
ter of 2019 to second quarter of the same year.

. By second quarter of 2019, the market price of the in-kind food basket in 7 out of
12 settlements was higher than the WFP cash transfer.

. For second quarter of 2019, the WFP cash transfer could only purchase an equiva-
lent of 84 percent, 76 percent and 73 percent of the in-kind food basket in Kiry-
andongo, Rhino camp and Adjumani settlements respectively.

. The average retail price of the in-kind food basket for all settlements in second
quarter of 2019 was 7 percent higher than the WFP cash transfer value.

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There was a substantial increase in retail prices
of maize grain, maize flour and beans during
the second quarter of 2019 compared to the
first quarter of 2019.

Compared to the first quarter of 2019, retail
prices for maize grain, maize flour and beans
increased by 104 percent, 36 percent and 19
percent respectively in Rhino camp during the
second quarter of 2019. Retail prices for millet
flour and vegetable oil increased by 13 and 7
percent respectively in second quarter of 2019
compared to first quarter of 2019.

The market price of the in-kind food basket in
second quarter of 2019 is about 9 percent high-
er than for second quarter of 2018.

The average market price of the food basket for
second quarter of 2019 indicate that cash bene-
ficiaries in Rhino camp have not been able to
purchase an equivalent of the in-kind food bas-
ket. The WFP cash transfer value can only pur-
chase 86 percent of the in-kind food basket.

The market price of the food basket has been
higher than the WFP cash transfer value by
o¥er 10 percent for 2 months in second quarter
of 2019.

Average retail prices for maize grain, maize
flour and beans increased by 51 percent, 24
percent and 25 percent respectively in Adju-
mani/Pakelle during the second quarter of 2019
as compared to the first quarter of 2019. Retail
prices for millet flour and vegetable oil in-
creased by 13 and 6 percent respectively in sec-
ggdgquarter of 2019 compared to quarter 1 of
19.

The market price of the in-kind food basket in
second quarter of 2019 is about 31 percent
higher than for second quarter of 2018.

The increase in retail prices indicate that cash
beneficiaries in Adjumani/Pakelle have not been
able to purchase and equivalent of the in-kind
food basket in second quarter of 2019. The
WFP cash transfer can only purchase 73 percent
of the in-kind food basket.

For all the 3 months in second quarter of 2019,
the market price of the food basket has been
higher than the WFP cash transfer value by over
10 percent.
