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Demographics (continued)

The majority of new arrivals in 2019 are from Afghanistan (16,861), Syria (12,452) and the Democratic Republic of Congo
(3,293). Similar to last year, the majority of arrivals from Afghanistan, Syria and Iraq arrived in family groups.
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During 2019, the majority of refugees and migrants in Greece arrived on Lesvos (19,503), the Dodecanese islands
(11,414) and Samos (8,133). In October, refugees and migrants arrived on nine islands. Lesvos received the highest
number of people from Afghanistan comparing to the overall number of sea arrivals in Greece in 2019, whilst the
Dodecanese islands received the majority of people originating from Syria.
