status (incl. 1 UASC) and 12 subsidiary protection 
• Supported 32 asylum seekers to appeal negative decisions with the Commission for Asylum, administrative 

courts, the Constitutional Court and/or the ECHR 
• Trained 40 border guards and other MOI employees in airport asylum procedure

volunteers) to adult and children asylum seekers, 117 recreational/occupational workshops and 37 workshops 
and group counselling sessions for asylum seeker parents to strengthening their parenting skills 

• Assisted 205 asylum seeker children with homework and better understanding of school subjects 
• Assisted 133 asylum seeker children in enrolment and adapting to formal education and school environment 

and supported 2 to win first and third place in municipal competitions in maths and technical education 
• Provided 48 asylum seekers children (incl. 4 UASC) with schoolbags and materials and 25 with sportswear 
• Provided over 100 cultural mediation services as well as Pashtu literacy classes to UASC at Branko Pešić

• UNHCR and partners, provided 1,509 Serbian language lessons to over 568 adult asylum seekers 
• Produced a video promoting Serbian language lessons to prospective students 
• Supported the local integration of 925 refugees 
• Supported 201 refugees with financial assistance, 206 with one-off grants, 146 with other material support 

and 84 with non-food items 
• Supported 279 refugees in obtaining documents 
• Supported 169 refugees with Serbian language, IT trainings, digital marketing course, driving course and 

sewing course, enhancing their employment/business opportunities 
• Referred 17 elderly refugees to homecare services 
• Supported 38 refugees in securing employment including 3 as Integration Assistants, providing support to 

other asylum seekers in the integration process, i.a. through 19 workshops 
• Supported the opening of two new refugee owned/employing businesses in Belgrade 
• Established a joint UNHCR/SCRM Local Integration Team, updating governmental and UNHCR records on 

refugees and ensuring that all have individual integration plans 
• Facilitated participation of asylum-seekers and refugees (incl. UASC) in 33 joint events with local population 
• Supported 25 UASC to take part in the 32nd Belgrade Marathon and another 25 UASC to take part in day 

excursions, summer and winter sports camps together with their guardians. 
• Supported asylum seeking women to exhibit their handicrafts 
• Supported the celebration of World Roma Day in „Branko Pešić“ School with 15 UASC refugees 
• Enabled participation of 3 refugees in Novi Sad PRIDE Festival and 7 asylum-seekers in Belgrade PRIDE March 
• Organised Games without Borders for local and refugee/migrant children to jointly mark World Refugee Day 
• Published 10 local integration stories and videos

Capacity Building 
• UNHCR signed a two years’ MoU with the MOPALSG and the Ombudsman to ensure that all new-borns, 

including those whose parents lack documents or legal status, obtain immediate birth registration and access to 
nationality 

• Supported Praxis to publish 5 case studies presenting legal problems in registering birth of children of 
undocumented parents, to submit a Report on the Implementation of the UN Human Rights Committee’s 
Recommendations on the improvement of the situation of Roma in Serbia and an alternative report to the 
Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights with special reference to the issue of statelessness 

• Organized 12 awareness-raising workshops for schoolchildren on the prevention and elimination of child, early 
and forced marriages (CEFM) 

• Joined the National Coalition against Child Marriages 
• Supported the Government in preparing pledges for the High Level Segment marking five years of the ten year 

global campaign to end statelessness by 2024 (#IBelong) on 7 October in Geneva

representatives in 1 Task Force meeting in Kosovo4, and registered 80 families for return to Kosovo5, while 
continuing daily cross-boundary cooperation on returns 

Local Integration 
• UNHCR and partners supported the local integration of 2,553 IDP (incl. 1,082 Roma) 
• Supported 514 in collecting documents 
• Referred 797 to Centres for Social Work (CSW) for one-off grants, 643 for: financial social assistance,  437 for 

other material support and 418 to Food Banks and 330 to the Red Cross for non-food items 
• Referred 37 elderly IDP to homecare services 

Advocacy & Capacity Building  
• Participated in the Skopje Initiative for Durable Solutions for Internally Displaced Persons from Kosovo6 with 

the OSCE and relevant institutions from Priština, Belgrade, Skopje and Podgorica  
• UNHCR and partners trained 197 local social protection workers and SCRM Trustees in 25 municipalities on 

Anti-Discrimination Regulations of Importance for Refugees and IDPs and informing the local community and

Inclusion of Roma IDP children 
 

• UNHCR and partners provided 1,344 classes of learning support to Roma IDP children, monitored school 
attendance and performance 

• Supported 332 Roma IDP children in homework and studying; provided school books/materials for 293 
children, school meals for 252 children and monthly bus tickets for secondary-school children and distributed 
over 300 New Year’s parcels to Roma children 

• Supported partner Indigo to sign cooperation agreements with 8 educational institutions, supporting the 
inclusion of Roma IDP children, engaging 19 volunteers, 3 assistants for cooperation with families and 6 
associates for children’s attendance and performance monitoring and trained 187 teachers 

• Organised 30 workshops for 173 Roma IDP parents, outings and “outdoor education” for 117 Roma IDP 
children, 18 empowerment workshops for 54 Roma IDP girls, 17 inclusion workshops for 155 primary school 
children, a gathering on Goč Mountain for 29 Roma IDP children and 8 teachers from 4 primary schools 

• Organised 4 advocacy meetings for introduction of free meals/transport for disadvantaged pupils, and a two-
day seminar for primary school authorities, social welfare centres and local self-government representatives on 
coordination in the prevention of school drop-outs 

• Intervened with the National Education Inspector to combat discrimination or segregation of Roma pupils
