Service, Human Rights Defender’s Office, line ministries, Parliament, law-enforcement bodies
and the judiciary. UNHCR is a member of various inter-agency coordination platforms and

mechanisms.
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Main Activities

m Protection and Access to Territory: (i) UNHCR continuously works on enhancing the quality
and efficiency of the asylum procedures through capacitation of relevant state bodies, (i)
UNHCR, through its partner NGO, conducts regular border monitoring visits and capacity
building of relevant state officials; (iii) the agency is closely engaged in monitoring of reception
and detention conditions to ensure timely identification and effective referrals.

m UNHCR successfully continues the implementation of its Judicial Engagement Strategy
through training and advocacy for legislative reform aimed at specialisation of judges and
adoption of special procedures for the review of asylum appeals. Key legislative reforms are
closely monitored and reviewed.

m Statelessness: In the frame of the #IBelong campaign, UNHCR has undertaken advocacy
activities aimed at legislative reforms and provision of ICAO-compliant documents to persons
of concern, inter alia, through launch of the Statelessness Handbook for Parliamentarians.

m Advocacy: UNHCR is extensively engaged in advocating for durable solutions for persons of
concern pertaining to health, education, legal status and livelihoods.

m Community mobilization: The Agency has successfully launched a Refugee Coalition and a
Youth Coalition in Armenia to ensure meaningful participation of persons of concern in various
key processes and mechanisms impacting their integration in Armenia.

m Integration and Self-reliance: In support to its state counterparts, UNHCR provides targeted
assistance to facilitate the integration of persons of concern. The assistance schemes are
aimed at increasing resilience and finding sustainable solutions for the displaced population
and the host communities, including provision of vocational and language training, income
generation activities and tools, in parallel to psycho-social, legal and medical assistance.
