At the end of January 2022, there were 30,861
refugees and asylum-seekers registered in
Somalia, mainly from Ethiopia (16,551 asylum
seekers and 4,461 refugees) and Yemen (8,507
refugees and asylum seekes). The remaining
1,340 persons of concerns were from other
countries including Syria (1,067), Tanzania (135)
and other countries (140).

Since December 2014, 92,444 Somali refugees
have voluntarily returned to Somalia with UNHCR
assistance from different countries of asylum
including Kenya, Yemen, Djibouti, Libya, Sudan
and Eritrea. In addition, some 46,740 Somalis
were monitored as arriving from Yemen since
March 2015.
