Criteria for identification of beneficiaries: Persons who fled Ukraine can be considered for the grant. They can be Ukrainian nationals or citizens of other
countries who were residing in Ukraine. Households and people with the following characteristics are eligible for the grant:

(1) Household with one or more dependents (2) Household headed by a single parent (3) Household headed by a child (below 18) (4) Household with an unaccompanied or
separated child (5) Household headed by an older person (above 60) (6) Household with one or more persons with specific needs, including: Person with a disability, Pregnant
woman, Person with a serious medical condition, woman at risk, person with legal and physical protection needs, LGBTI.
