Possibilities of Crossing International Borders for TCNs Fleeing the War in Ukraine - Intervention by Emilia Piechowska, IOM
For TCNs who are spouses of Ukrainian nationals: 
· Poland has introduced an electronic document (Diia.pl) for Ukrainian nationals who fled the war in Ukraine. The document is available both for Ukrainian citizens and their non-Ukrainian spouses enjoying temporary protection in Poland. Unfortunately, it is not available to minor children.
· The document Diia.pl is accessible through the mObywatel mobile application, which can be installed on Android and iOS mobile phones. The document is available to persons who have PESEL number with UKR status and trusted profile.

· The document confirms legal stay on the territory of Poland and enables, along with the valid travel document, to travel within the Schengen area for 90 days in any 180-day period, as well as to cross external borders of the EU.
TCNs who are granted the right to temporary protection:
· Persons who are eligible for temporary protection (persons with the  right to permanent residency or an international protection status in Ukraine) should contact the Office for Foreigners to confirm their right to protection  they will receive the certificate of protection
· The certificate is now added to the list of documents which confirms the right to stay in Poland 
· The certificate enables, along with the valid travel document, to travel within the Schengen area for 90 days in any 180-day period, as well as to cross external borders of the EU.
Situation of TCNs with no right to protection (persons with temporary residency or irregular status in Ukraine):
· There is no right to travel until they have received a residency document.



DTM Ukraine regional response: Survey data on Third Country Nationals (TCNs) – Intervention by Harley Emery (IOM)
What is DTM?
· A system to capture and monitor displacement and population movement data
· Designed to capture, process and disseminate information regularly and systematically, to inform humanitarian action/response
· To provide a better understanding of the movements and evolving needs of mobile populations in places of displacement or transit
DTM’s Mission:
· Strengthen the capacity and leadership in human mobility data to enhance quality, standards, collaboration and use cases to better support mobile populations in need in need.
· DTM informs humanitarian, peace and development strategy and programing and at the country level specifically contributes to assistance and protection data in support of calculating Persons in Need and severity of need in Humanitarian Needs Overviews (HNO) and Humanitarian Response Plans (HRP)
· Providing estimates of displacement, return and migration flows, and in some cases with data-sets going back in time that can help feed into anticipatory response.
· Coordinated data activities can provide insights and serve to inform relevant actors about patterns related to fragility, solutions and mobility and other thematic areas of interest.
