A total of 114,937 have been registered since the
start of this Year with 113,419 individuals arriving
from Somalia, 1,330 from Ethiopia, 157 from Sudan,
15 from the Democratic Republic of Congo, 4 from
Burundi, 6 from Uganda, 1 from Eritrea, 1 from Cote
d'lvoire and 4 from Rwanda. 8,450 individuals have
been registered during the week of 22nd August -
28th August of this Year, with 8,346 arriving from
Somalia, 72 from Ethiopia and 32 from Sudan.

As of 28th August 2011, the overall population in
the Dadaab camps stood at 423,361 persons.

The average family size registered during the
reporting period stood at 3 individuals. Family size 1
households represented 34% of all newly registered
households.
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
