I. 
Major developments


New camp at Buramino
The ground of the new camp at Buramino was officially broken by UNHCR and ARRA, Friday 7 Oct. With the publication by UNHCR and ARRA of the revised Accountability Matrix for all Dollo Ado camps, IPs have now been assigned in all sectors (except Blanket and Supplementary Feeding, which are to be decided as soon as possible). MSF-H has already begun construction of its facilities, while construction by other partners will begin on Monday 10 Oct. 
Crude Mortality Rate (CMR) in All Camps below Emergency Threshold
As a result of the excellent work done by the health and other partners in Dollo Ado, CMR in all camps is finally below emergency threshold of 1/10,000/day. This week the CMR calculated from grave counting was 0.3/10,000/day in Kobe and 0.4/10,000/day in Hilaweyn. 
II.
Statistical overview

Up to Sat 8 Oct, 2,985 new arrivals have been received, an average of 373 new arrivals per day. If this arrival rate is sustained throughout the rest of October, over 11,000 can be expected, which is more than twice that of September and reflects a significantly increasing trend. 
3,217 individuals have been fully registered in October, while 2,176 new arrivals have been relocated from the Transit Centre to Hilaweyn so far this month.

A Burial Committee has been formed in Melkadida. This will help identify deaths and allow for the de-registration of deceased beneficiaries. 
III. 
Protection

Code of Conduct training has been carried out for all UNHCR staff, between 1 and 8 Oct with a final session for Dollo Ado compound staff planned for the coming days. 

ProGres training took place, Fri 8 Oct for UNHCR Field and Protection staff. 
ARRA reports that refugees are increasingly leaving Bokolomanyo camp without following the prescribed procedures of obtaining documentation allowing them free movement. A mass information campaign has been planned for next week.
SGBV
An IRC Report on GBV in Hilaweyn has been shared and can be found here on the UNHCR Web Portal. 
A training on Protection from Sexual Exploitation and Abuse (SEA) was facilitated by UNHCR, together with UNICEF and IMC for its own staff and for partners each morning, Oct 6-8. 

In Bokolomanyo, domestic violence continues to rate the highest among SGBV cases, with three cases reported so far this month. PAPDA organised some community dialogues on the issue and the response was positive.
Child Protection
Unaccompanied Minors (UAMs) identified at the Transit Centre are being relocated to camps in which family members are already present. Save the Children US will open a Child Protection desk at the Transit Centre, Mon 10 Oct to register, document, identify and trace family members of UAMs. 
UNHCR will begin Child Protection meetings at camp level in all camps (Tuesday mornings, beginning 11 Oct), on a fortnightly basis, for IPs, Refugee Central Committee and Women’s Association representatives, and Save the Children’s Child Protection Volunteer Committees. 
IV. 
Operations

Food
General food distribution that normally takes place every first week of each month has been delayed due to lack of some basic items to complete the food package. WFP reports that the items will reach Bokolmanyo from Addis in the course of next week.

The last of the rations supplied by Saudi Arabia were distributed in Kobe, Fri 7 Oct. 

Health and Nutrition

Authorisation from the Federal MoH has finally been given to vaccinate all refugees in Dollo Ado, from 6 months to 30 years. As of Mon 10 Oct, MSF-H will expand its vaccination to include all new arrivals from 6 months to 30 years of age.
Week 39 is the first week to report zero measles cases/deaths. The incidence will be monitored for a few more weeks before the outbreak can be declared closed. 

As reported on Oct 5th, new arrivals have a better nutritional status than those of previous months (see graph below).

RaDO has carried out eyesight testing on 1,000 people in Melkadida, Bokolomanyo and Kobe camps. It will carry out surgery upon some patients in its next round of activities, primarily for cataract sufferers. 

The final MoU between MSF-H and the Somali Regional Health Bureau to upgrade the Dollo Ado Health Centre has now been signed. It is hoped that by early November, Emergency Obstetric Care (EmOC) and emergency surgical services will be available in Dollo Ado, reducing the need for referral to other locations. 
Preparation is underway for the Nutrition survey in Kobe and Hilaweyn camps, 15-30 Oct. The survey will be coordinated and supervised by UNHCR and will involve ARRA, UNICEF, WFP and GOAL. Nutrition IPs in the camps have also been invited to participate. 

MSF-S has reported a decrease in admissions to its Stabilisation Centre in Kobe, indicating that fewer malnourished children are falling sick with infections.  
Help Age is to deliver food support to 450 of the most vulnerable over-60s across the four existing camps. UNHCR and WFP have helped them to identify a package of food items as complementary food for these beneficiaries. 
Shelter

Women and men refugee representatives from Hilaweyn and Kobe, as well as UNHCR and ARRA staff, reviewed the model prototype shelters of the three shelter IPs (AHA, DRC and NRC) in situ in Kobe camp and gave their feedback as to their preferred model. 

Refugees in Hilaweyn, whose tents where stolen by local people, have been relocated to new tents. All refugees in Hilaweyn now have shelter.  The establishment of an address system in Hilaweyn is 80% complete. 
Plastic sheeting needs to be replaced in nearly all of Bokolomanyo camp, as most shelters are now over two years old. UNHCR, AHA, the RCC and ARRA are already conducting a survey to identify the priority cases.
WASH
As of 3 Oct, water provision in all locations (including the Reception and Transit Centres) met or exceeded the minimum standard of 15l/p/day, except for Bokolmanyo and Melkadida, which are at 10l/p/day. 
Two new wells have been drilled by NCA/LWF in Hilaweyn over the week. A total of 23 well sites have been selected for drilling in Buramino, Kobe, Melkadida and Bokolmanyo. The excavator at Melkadida has not been in use for several days due to a dispute involving its operator. UNHCR staff will meet with the driver and IRC Mon 9 Oct to try to resolve the issue so that work can resume.


Under the revised Accountability Matrix, IMC will assume responsibility for WASH in Melkadida. This is a priority area, as the number of latrines per person is drastically below the minimum standard in that camp. 
CRIs

CRIs have been distributed to 100% of refugees in Hilaweyn, except for those who arrived in the latest relocation.  
More than 20,000 school bags have been received from UNICEF. 
Logistics
THW mechanics and experts have refurbished all bull bar/crash bars on the 8 Land Cruiser V8 200 Series light vehicles. THW is preparing a technical assessment of the V8 cars as they do not appear to be most suitable for use in the field.  
Construction work at the new UNHCR Dollo Ado compound is progressing and should be completed soon. 
It is expected that, of the 10 requested, the first two rub halls should arrive in approximately 6 weeks.

The delivery of items donated by JICA, including generators, tents and medical equipment, is still awaited. 
The first weekly conference call with Supply and Logistics in Addis took place Fri 7 Oct. 
Education
UNICEF’s emergency education tents have been erected in Kobe and Hilaweyn. These will serve as schools until the permanent school structures are ready. UNHCR has received pre-primary and primary school materials which will be distributed next week. UNHCR and ARRA reviewed the materials Sun 9 Oct to decide which materials will be distributed in which camps. 

The primary school in Bokolomanyo will be handed over from ARRA to Save the Children US on Mon 10 Oct. 
Teacher training by UNICEF has been completed. 40 teachers, for all camps, participated. 
Environment & Livelihoods
Oxfam GB has requested a location for waste disposal in Hilaweyn camp as a matter of urgency. 

PAPDA is undertaking a three-day training for some 40 beneficiaries on income-generating activities in Bokolmanyo camp, for both refugees and host community. The training covers aspects of fund management and reporting on progress of activities implemented.

V.  
Management and administration
Security

UNHCR requested Police and Woreda authorities to intervene in a disturbance at the MSF-H clinic, Hilaweyn, Sat 8 Oct. Ethiopian Somali staff of MSF-H were creating a disturbance because the NGO is applying Ethiopian labour laws which prevent it from engaging staff who do not have full medical licences. This has led to staff tension. The disturbance led to the closure of the clinic for approximately four hours. 
On Thurs 6 Oct, Melkadida’s local Community Chairperson, a Police Officer and the ARRA Protection Officer, arrested 13 employees of MSF-S in the health clinic over alleged falsification of ID cards. The Chairperson claims that that the staff are in fact refugees and therefore not entitled to work in Ethiopia. Work in the clinic was stopped from 6am to 9am. Those arrested were reportedly later released, but this remains unconfirmed. ARRA has agreed to inform the relevant agency and UNHCR in advance of future raids, and to allow UNHCR protection to be present.
Moses Dak, Snr. Field Safety Associate, on mission from Addis, has met with Area Security Management Team members and informed them that Area Security SOPs in the Dollo Ado area of operation are with UNDSS Addis Ababa for approval.

VI.
Outstanding issues and support needed from Addis

Given the increased human and food insecurity inside Somalia and the emerging trend in increased arrivals, the rapid development of Buramino camp and the pre-positioning of supplies are major priorities. 

In light of this, the quoted timeframe for the receipt of rub halls (6 weeks) is too long; support is requested in acquiring rub halls as soon as possible. 

Furthermore, a consolidated pipeline update has been sent from Dollo to Addis for action. Of the items included, mosquito nets (requested in August) and kitchen sets are the most urgently required. 
A decision on the Nutrition IP for Buramino is required as soon as possible.
The delivery from Addis of furniture and other items for the new compound is awaited. SO Dollo originally requested these items over 2 months ago on 26 July 2011.
