Established in 1951, IOM is celebrating its 60th anniversary this year as the leading inter-governmental organization in the field of migration.  Based in Geneva with 110 offices worldwide, IOM works closely with governmental, intergovernmental and non-governmental partners to a) ensure orderly and humane migration management, b) promote international cooperation on migration issues, c) assist in the search for practical solutions to migration problems and d) provide humanitarian assistance to migrants in need, including refugees and internally displaced people.
In addition to being a country office, IOM Kenya is also the Coordinating Mission for the Horn of Africa countries of Ethiopia, Somalia, Kenya, and Djibouti.  IOM in Dadaab, Kenya works in coordination with its partners to enhance the protection of refugees, driven by the drought and the conflict. It supports the displaced and the host communities through safe and dignified transportation, health assessments and referrals, shelter and livelihood opportunities.  
IOM in Dollo Ado, Ethiopia also provides refugees with medical assistance, training and emergency health clinics in close coordination with the Administration for Refugee and Returnee Affairs (ARRA) and other agencies working on the ground.

Ethiopia operations already on the UNHCR site
1. Area of Activity - TRANSPORTATION
KENYA – Dadaab – Dagahaley Refugee Camp – Logistics (Transportation)
KENYA – Dadaab – Dagahaley Refugee Camp – Health

IOM provides safe, orderly and humane movement assistance for vulnerable Somalis living within the Dadaab Camp compound as well for those stranded on the border of Kenya/Somalia who cannot reach Dadaab by other means.  In addition to transportation, IOM also organizes a health screening, preliminary health care and a medical referral system for all refugees about to be transported.
Close to 26,000 refugees living in make-shift shelters on the outskirts of the Dagahaley Camp have been transported by IOM to the new Ifo 2 East Camp about 10 kms away where they live in new emergency shelters and have access to food, water and sanitation services.
Upon request by the Government of Kenya, IOM also transports stranded refugees from Liboi, at the Kenya/Somalia border about 90 kms from the Dadaab Camps. IOM has also moved refugees from Wel Merer, north of Liboi.  In September 2011, the organization was given government approval to transport, on a case-by-case basis, vulnerable Somalis from Amuma, approximately 80 kms south of Liboi.
IOM has contracted a Geographical information System (GIS) mapping team which has identified over 30 migration routes and resource points used by refugees and livestock when they enter Kenya from Somalia. This system assists IOM and other humanitarian agencies to identify priority areas for intervention.
2. Area of Activity - LIVELIHOODS

KENYA – Dadaab and Liboi Districts
KENYA – Turkana District 
In Kenya, IOM is involved in both short and long-term life saving measures to provide communities in Dadaab, Liboi, Garissa, Kakuma and Turkana Districts with the means to sustain themselves in the arid and semi-arid areas in the country. 
Vulnerability and chronic food insecurity is highest among these pastoralist and agro-pastoralist communities who rely on livestock as their main source of livelihood. The chronic food insecurity caused by persistent drought have forced pastoralists to turn to small-scale farming.
IOM has worked in Dadaab since 1995 and has, over time, developed good relations with the associated refugee host community.  This relationship has proven fruitful in areas where IOM is setting up emergency shelters for displaced migrants at the IFO 2 East Camp.  

Community rapport has been further improved by IOM’s livelihood, peace-building and safe migration activities among the pastoralists and the refugee host community in Dadaab.

In 2010, IOM began implementing a programme to help support and revive livelihood systems among pastoralist and refugee host communities to respond to climate change and the refugee influx in Northern Kenya.  Vulnerable people in these communities are subject to resource-based conflicts and irregular migration including human trafficking.  

To counter these actions and to consolidate gains made through livelihood interventions, IOM’s programme also establishes conflict prevention, peace-building and safe migration interventions to help the community adapt to climate change.  IOM has also been instrumental in strengthening the District Peace Committee throughout the country.

In September 2011, IOM initiated the first ever de-stocking exercise for the host community in Kulan, Northern Kenya with 125 households benefiting from this initiative. The de-stocking exercise involves buying the weakest livestock from the pastoralists so the reduced numbers of animals match the available animal feed.  The programme will also rehabilitate water retention structures and wells along livestock migratory routes, provide and distribute health kits, and supplement feed for livestock. 
3. Area of Activity - SHELTER
KENYA – Dadaab – Ifo 2 East Refugee Camp – Shelter
IOM has completed the first phase of the Emergency Shelter Project which began on 09 August 2011 and saw a total of 7,654 emergency shelters erected at the Ifo 2 East Camp in Dadaab. The project to set up 7,500 shelters was completed on 06 October, three days ahead of schedule. 

IOM was authorized to act as an implementing partner for UNHCR for site planning of the Ifo 2 East Camp site which included demarcating, plotting and pitching emergency tents.
