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25% of Syrians who are coming from Homs remain in Irbid,
24% remain in Mafraq and 31% are in Amman.

68% of Syrians originating from Dara remain in Irbid, 14%
remain in Mafraq and 9% are in Amman
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Others [l 2.3% 63% of Syrians registered expressed fear of return due to the general security situation,
mainly fear of physical harm. 34% expressed fear of return due to their political opinion.
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
