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• While the officially announced figure remained the same as September 13, 2012, according to the info 
from  local authorities - Ministry of Foreign Affairs, as per information from Turkish Government Agency -
AFAD as of September 17, 2012, the number of Syrians accommodated in the camps increased to more 
than 82,500 persons including those who are under medical treatment in various hospitals.

• Despite the decrease up to 3% during the previous weeks, when compared with the end of August 2012 
figure, the figures remained stable since end of August .

• According to the information from AFAD, 412 persons of new arrivals were admitted while only 14 
persons have returned voluntarily returned to Syria during the 24 hrs of September 16-17, 2012. 

• According to Turkish Government Agency (AFAD) four camps - two in Gaziantep Nizip, one in Şanlıurfa-
Akçakale and one in Adıyaman, are under construction and expected to be operational until end of 
September 2012.
