· Outbreak of Hepatitis A: On 29 July, the Outbreak Control Team (OCT) for Azraq camp has been activated to respond to a confirmed Hepatitis A outbreak. As of end of July, there were a total of 37 cases reported with children being the vast majority, (33 under 18 & 4 over 18) and no mortalities reported. The majority of the cases came from V3 (31), out of which block 11 reported the highest number of cases (8). There has been only 6 cases reported from Village 6. 
· Improved relationship with SRAD: In the last weeks the relationship between UNHCR and SRAD at Azraq camp has notably improved. Both sides are working on building up the lost trust and working together to solve the challenges that appear in the daily management activity of the camp. Information is shared in a more fluid and collaborative way which reflected on better handling of the complicated cases.

· One Community Representatives meeting took place at SRAD office on 14 July, which was also attended by all agencies operating in the camp. Key issues raised include updates on electricity, Incentive Based Volunteer scheme opportunities and the status of the revised SOPs, support to refugees after gas refill, plans to increase on number of water taps and the start of the rodent campaign amongst others. The tone of this meeting showed the willingness from the Representatives to restore the trust towards UNHCR.
· Peace Nobel Price Malala visited Azraq camp on 13th July. She met Muzoon and 11 other young girls to discuss education opportunities in the camp. Malala’s film was projected for the first time in Jordan to over 100 Syrian refugees. There was follow-up filming of Muzoon and her father for a short documentary, by the Malala Fund.
· UK International Development Minister Desmond Swayne visited Azraq camp on 26th July. After a short briefing in the base camp by SRAD, UNHCR and UNICEF, he visited a newly arrived family in their shelter and the market area in V3.
· Permits of diplomats and international missions to enter Azraq camp will have to come from MOFA causing potential delays and affecting the missions arriving on short notice to the camp. However, journalists and national visitors will continue applying for their permit to MOI.

· Lack of community based referral networks and resource persons to mobilize and coordinate with UNHCR and partners in the assessment and response to the needs of vulnerable refugees undermines UNHCR’s effort to effectively support persons with special needs.
· A number of requests have been referred asking for advocacy to be granted exceptional bailout from Azraq Camp for vulnerable cases that are outside the camp, many of whom have either left the camp without a legal bailout or have exceeded their leave permits.  However, SRAD wants them to come back to the camp in order to follow the normal procedures. Nevertheless, refugees want to be processed for the bailout while they are outside the Camp.
· The declared number for camp population does not coincide with the actual number which also differs from the figures that service providers have. A total of 2,778 individuals were changed to On Hold status in ProGres after Field Unit handed over and retrieved their shelters (these individuals remain part of the total camp population at the same time).
· [INTERNAL] Finnish Red Cross has confirmed that they won’t have budget extension to end of year. IFRC will communicate the decision by letter to UNHCR mid-August. UNHCR health unit running negotiations with ECHO, IMC, UNFPA to identify a new partner which will provide secondary health services.
· One ODM staff in the camp is involved in all registration related reporting activities. The ODM is also dealing with all the data requests coming from the different units/NGOs. This reality makes challenging the accomplishment of all the tasks.
· Due to the high temperature experienced in the past weeks in Azraq camp, there has been an increase of the number of refugees attempting to leave the camp illegally. Patrolling has been reinforced around the camp area to proceed for detention of the refugees leaving the camp without permission. This is leading to an increased number of abandoned shelters that could be damaged thus more work on its repair. 
· The number of voluntary returnees to Azraq camp has decreased while those brought by police has increased. 

Registration
· As of 31st July, the camp was hosting 20,856 individuals (5,371 cases) with an increase of 6.21% when compared to June 2015. 
· In July, a total of 1,782 refugees arrived to Azraq Camp, out of which 917 were new arrivals from the border (51.45%) and 765 were the refugees coming from urban areas (42.93%).
Protection
· UNHCR was successful in advocating for a minor girl who is also a child spouse and child parent who had entered Jordan using false identity. The girl’s name was regularized with authorities and she was allocated into the camp under her real name. SRAD cooperation was essential.
· UNHCR advocated for two adult women who were smuggled into Jordan; however, unfortunately the advocacy was unsuccessful and the women were deported to Syria.
· UNHCR was successful in advocating for 2 adult males and their families who had been detained at SRAD in Azraq Camp for trying to exit the camp without official leave permits or going through formal procedures. The families were released and re-allocated in the camp.
Field
· UNHCR monitored 2,487 shelters (1,382 in village 3 and 1,105 in village 6), out of which 305 shelters were retrieved and handed over for new allocation, while 361 shelters were found to be occupied by other refugees and 330 observed as damages in both villages. In addition, 47 shelters were retrieved from refugees who went for bailout, international travels and reunification.
· The shelter reallocation requests processed in July were 142. The main motive of relocation was the willingness of PoC to be close to their relatives (58% of the cases) and 12% to be close to facilities.
Technical Unit
· A total of 387 shelters were fixed in village 3 and 6.
· The improvement of the rub hall in the protection area with sandwich panels was completed. The work is in the final stage, inspection and handed over to UNHCR.

· Identification and demarcation have taken place, for the two multi-purpose area in V3/B13 and near Sameh Mall. In cooperation with World Vision.
WASH
· Maintenance of wash facilities in both villages and in the schools kept on-going. 

· The borehole at the east of the camp was approved and licensed by the Ministry of Health. Planning of borehole operation is ongoing.
· The wastewater treatment plant is expected to be ready by mid-August; however, due to logistic issues the contractor team will visit the camp again during August.
Community Services
· A Multi-Functional Team (CS, Field, Protection and Registration) continued the assessment of persons with disabilities in the camp. Follow up is planned for cases that were earlier on leave or not found in the camp. Analysis of the disability assessment is underway. 

· A mission by the Children’s Museum was undertaken to Azraq camp to familiarize with Azraq context and assess suitable space available to implement a potential project.  
Education
· The DAFI scholarship call for applications was opened for Jordan operation, including Azraq AoR. A total of 28 applications were received from Azraq and EJC camps. The interviews by the Committee for the DAFI applicants are scheduled from 3-6 August. 
External Relations
· Clowns without Borders performed in Azraq camp as part of their Jordan tour for children aged 5-12 years in the Mercy Corps AFS. Approximately 250 children participated in both shows.
· Electricity project: Company is identified and Electricity contract is signed. This will enable the provision of cables into each of the shelters in villages 3 and 6, providing enough electricity for light, fan, fridge and TV.
· Market: Starting of the market has been declared by Colonel Atef (SRAD) in the coming  weeks. 50 shops in village 3 and 50 in village 6. There will shortly be a meeting with the SRAD and relevant partners to discuss, among other relevant issues, the criteria of selecting the potential refugees to run the shops.
· The Dutch Ambassador to Jordan is expected to visit Azraq camp on 10th August to follow up on the donated bicycles.  So far, NRC has repaired 100 bikes and assembled 100 rickshaws which are ready for use. Camp residents will be able to rent/borrow the bikes on a free-of-charge rental scheme. 
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
