-Treatment of cases having Hep B: QRC and life will accept to receive the cases brought to their attention in order for them to collect data and to keep them in the pipeline waiting for any new funds
- With regards to incidence of Mumps reported (119  cases for January), UNICEF will be ready to deploy efforts in coordination with MOPH and provide the mandatory vaccination if they know the areas from where the cases were reported.
- Attendees raised that they are interested to have more epidemiological information about the 75 cases of Hepatitis A reported on MOPH website in Jan 2015 for the Bekaa area: distribution per nationalities, areas… and whether MOPH took actions to encounter the issue and if there is any action needed from WASH/Health actors. To note that MSF reported a slight increase of the hepatitis A cases reported from their clinic in Majdel Annjar

WASH and hygiene related diseases update 
-UNHCR will re share  the latest IAMP10 mapping, along with the google docs showing the locations of the settlements
-Re iterating on the importance of joint assessment/visit to IS from WASH and Health actors 
-Storm update: no major issues reporting from the latest storm 
-WASH sectors receiving referrals through google doc 
-IMC: are planning to a national Hand washing day including awareness activities that will be done by the Health education team in all the ISs and PHC where they cover/ support ; release of hygiene kits will be provided too

ICRC :ICRC weapon traumatology TRAINING center (WTTC)- LEBANON :
-ICRC presented their project to support the weapon wounded in Dar El Chifa and Dar El Zahraa hospitals Northern Lebanon
-The program aims to targeting all weapon Injuries regardless of their Nationalities even for personal miss use of weapons and Domestic Violence cases.
-ICRC are developing an academic module in traumatology with the Lebanese university facility of Health.
-ICRC Zahleh Hotline: 08-804290/1 and referrals to be send to colleagues Mahmoud, Grace and  Rosa
-The WTCC does not cover: 
· Patients with Spinal cord Injuries
· Patients with injuries which may require a transplant
· Patients wanting Cosmetic surgery
· Patients needing bone elongation
· Patients needing dental implants 
-ICRC will share the criteria whereby they cover  reconstructive surgeries
-A surgeon assesses the cases referred but for Aarsal, due to his inability to go there, ICRC are looking into a mechanism to accept the cases

PHC related issues:
-Attendees agreed that what is needed now is a study of the impact of the support on the Lebanese population and on the refuges; qualitative data can be helpful and not only relying on the reporting of quantitative data against the indicators
-NCD: Attendees agreed to develop a matrix for chronic diseases management including the centers that are YMCA network and the others having special programs like Helpage, MTI, MSF and John Hopkins
-IMC will start a new NCD program in their PHCs; they recruited new staff (2 nurses) for this purpose. NCD package will include consultations, medicines, awareness sessions and diagnostic services. 
Furthermore, IMC will have, starting March 2015, a project to support vulnerable Lebanese patients for  NCD (consultations and diagnostic tests) and ANC care. The project will cover  5 Rafik Hariri PHCs (Taanyel, Baalbeck, Qaroun,Aarsal, Kherbet Rouha) and Labwe Clinic
To note that in the fourth ANC visit, IMC will provide  a baby and a feminine Kits.
-Amel are supporting both communities (Lebanese and Syrian) in all their programs
-Partners  were invited to send utilization rates for their supported PHCs for the last quarter and this for 2015 planning purposes  
-Medair are expanding their support to 3 new MOSA SDCs in Brital, Nabi chit and Talia; the support is for both Lebanese and Syrian communities (subsidized consultation cost L.L 3000). Medair reported having shortage in chronic medicines in majority of their supported MOSA SDCs
-Humedica stopped the support to Terbol PHCs for Lebanese vulnerable and non-registered Syrian refugees
-UNICEF will support 12 MOSA SDCs with immunization materials (including solar fridges, cool boxes, training) in addition to essential medicines and staffing. The coverage will target MOSA SDC Hermel, Qaa, Baalbeck, Aarsal, Talia, Chmestar, Rafid, Machghara, Houch Omara, Kab Elias , Marj, Joub Jannine and Rachaya; UNICEF will coordinate with IMC and Medair for the centres they cover

UNFPA:
Contracted centers, SDCs and MMUs, not part of the MOPH PHCC network, can start receiving  RH commodities on a quarterly basis
For supported MOSA centers, partners have to coordinate with Mr Suheil Ghali in this regards

Malnutrition:
-UNICEF are trying to enlarge the screening process to be regular and this by splitting geographically areas between UNICEF partners
-UNHCR requested to know the timing of the training on malnutrition screening and mainly measurement of  MUAC for frontline staff
-IOCC will support new PHCs for malnutrition management

Polio Mop Up immunization campaign
[bookmark: _GoBack]Following WHO assessment on polio vaccination coverage,  MoPH decided to run two  Polio Mop Up campaign on March 23rd to March 30th 2015  and  April 23rd to April 30th 2015 
The polio immunization will be targeting specific area in all Lebanon. 
-UNICEF Ability to provide Training to the ROVs of the Vaccination Campaigns in addition to materials
-Routine Vaccinations are still taking place in the IS through Beyond and in coordination with MOPH


Tuberculosis program:
-IOM will begin accepting the referrals of cases suspected or confirmed having tuberculosis so they support with the coverage of diagnostic services (sputum smear and or culture), logistics/transport and hospitalization costs at Aazounieh hospital ; to note that IOM are working with the collaboration of MOPH and supporting MOPH TB program through its 2 centers in the Bekaa in Zahle and in Hermel

-IOM recruited one DOTS nurse for each TB centre in the Bekaa to follow on the cases with positive sputum
