Presentation by co-chair on UNICEF Participatory Action Research
Co-Chair Leana updated the YTF members on the participatory action research, the PAR is a joint project led by UNICEF, UNFPA and UNESCO, in collaboration with UNDP, ILO, INGO and NGO/CBO partners at country level and youth form Jordan, Lebanon and Syria. 
The training will take place in Amman end of September, around 30 young researchers between 15-24 from the camp will attend the training and then participate in the research. Youth will be selected from Y-Peer youth network, UNICEF – NRC graduated students and 1-2 youth participants from the YTF members, training dates to be confirmed.
Omar- MC asked about the nature of the questions and what will be looked at in the research, also it was recommended that content to be shared among the right channels with working groups and camp authorities. 
Members asked about logistical issues and age range of the participants, as communicated by UNICEF, organisations should take care of accommodation, transportation and leave permits for their nominations.

Action Point: Share PAR briefing. 
Update by co-chair on International Youth Day Activities.
Organisations updated the international youth day activity list and it was shared by Co-Chair Raed, most of the activities will take place on Sunday 14th, August.  MC updated that they will take the lead on a joint UNICEF partners activities. Omar from MC will update the group and share the activities. 
IFH, QS are also expecting to conduct activities, dates and more information should be shared by focal points. Updates will be added to the list and circulated by the Co-chair. 
The plan afterwards is to share the list with UNHCR communication team and camp authorities to better know about the activities and support in sharing the activities plan.  
Brainstorming session on what types of creative activities the YTF can coordinate for the U17 Women’s World Football Cup in Amman (30 September to 21 October) 
Co-Chair (Leana) shared camp management willingness in finding out what can we do in collaboration with the organizing committee to include youth refugees, discussion was about having female tournaments and football activities to be accompanied and/or finish with the presence of female football players and for the winners to get to train with the football stars.
Action Points: Co-Chairs to check with (UEFA and local organizing committee) on how they can support or connect us with the responsible focal points.

2. Under the support of IRD and UNHCR, youth are working on bus stop stations to be installed in the camp. Most of the used materials are being recycled from the closed community kitchenettes.

UNHCR and IRD are constructing an art gallery in Dis.2, the art gallery should be used by all refugee artist in the camp, UNHCR will support and advocate for the gallery and highlight it in front of visitors and encourage them to visit and support by buying from the gallery, one of the future plans is to have e-commerce component. 
4. During the CMC meeting, SRAD asked all organizations to update on their major achievements during 2016. The request is to write 1-2 paragraphs maybe with photos highlighting major achievements. Co-Chair encouraged YTF attendees to forward this message to their responsible focal points in their respectful organisations.
