COUNTRY COVERAGE

In the first quarter of 2017, 11 partners of Livelihoods sector reported that 
24,142 individuals were reached through various livelihoods interventions and 
programmes. In 11 different provinces, 7,908 individuals completed vocational 
and technical trainings, 1,733 members of impacted communities benefitted 
from individual counselling services.

The percentage of women was 48% with regard to the number of total benefi-
ciaries who completed vocational and technical trainings across the country in 
the first quarter.
