Entry Points by Sea Departures to the mainland

This week, 405 asylum-seekers departed, once authorized by the
authorities, from the Aegean islands to the mainland. Of those, 243 (60%)
were transferred - with the support of UNHCR - to State-run sites and
UNHCR'’s accommodation in apartments on the mainland.

This week, 606 people reached the Aegean
islands, the majority of whom arrived to
Lesvos. The average daily arrivals on all
islands was 87.
