UNHCR RESPONSE

During the second quarter of 2018, UNHCR and its partners, in collaboration with governmental counterparts,
continued supporting vulnerable Syrian refugees through different means, including shelter assistance and
protection activities such as registration, extension and renewal of asylum-seeker certificates, protection
monitoring, resettlement submissions, community based protection, provision of prevention services for sexual
and gender based violence, quick impact projects, and child protection. In addition, UNHCR, in close
coordination with the KRG Ministry of Planning, was engaged in the development of a Sustainable Solutions
Strategy that will serve as a road map to achieve long-term solutions for refugees in KR-I.

“Education is a priority” - UNHCR programmes help Syrian refugees continue their education.

“Thanks to the catch-up classes my children are now able to go to school. This will make a huge difference in
their lives” said the mother of Ali, Haveen, and Hamoudi, three Syrian refugee children that attend catch-up
classes at Baharka Primary School in Erbil. The boys are originally from Qubain in Syria, and have been in
Iraq for 5 years. They were unable to continue their schooling due to the lack of financial means, but with the
support provided by UNHCR and partners they are back in school. All along the second quarter of 2018,
UNHCR and its partners continued providing key educational support to Syrian refugees in Irag. As part of its
education strategy, UNHCR supports the Ministry of Education in the Kurdistan Region of Iraq to increase the
quality and access of Syrian refugees to primary education. To do so, UNHCR, in collaboration with its partner
INTERSOS, provides supportive catch-up classes to prevent and reduce drop-out rates. UNHCR also
contributes to the training of teachers, the rehabilitation of schools, the provision of psychosocial support, and
the development of learning materials that facilitate access to education. In addition to this support, UNHCR
also supports Syrian refugees to continue their post-secondary education through the German-funded DAFI
scholarship programme, which covers university tuition fees and provides refugees with a monthly allowance.
