e No further written directives have been received from MONE regarding the role of
NGOs in the delivery of informal education or supporting the work of MONE.

e RET has an existing protocol with MONE and AFAD that allows it to continue delivering
language classes

e GlZreported that they were close to finalizing a protocol with MoNE to provide support
in the areas of technical & vocational education, school rehabilitation and teacher
training.

e Bonyan has an memorandum of understanding with Mardin University to provide
training to university students on project cycle management

e PIN and SCI reported that MONE supports the continued distribution of supplies. These
activities are on-going.

e Orange and IBC have submitted applications for protocols and are awaiting responses.

e The following organisations reported that they had suspended informal education
activities pending the finalization of protocols with MoNE: ASAM, AAR Japan and WHH
(in Istanbul).

Services Advisor

e The Services Advisor platform can be used by refugees and NGOs to identify the
services available in the area in which they live/ work. Services provided in all sectors
are reflected on the platform.

e Organisations wishing to have their services reflected on the platform should contact
the IM Officers for guidance on registration on the portal and entry of information

Regional IM workshop

e Ashort briefing was provided on the regional information management workshop
organized by UNHCR and UNICEF Regional Offices in order to review monitoring and
evaluation tools, methods and reporting for the 3RP and sector plans.

o Efforts will be made to harmonise indicators for reporting regionally and
between the 3RP education response in host countries and the Syria
Humanitarian Assistance Response Plan (Whole of Syria).

o Alignment of indicators with national reporting against Sustainable
Development Goals (and ensuring the refugee information is reflected) was
discussed

e Information was shared on the nature of “Back to School” activities planned by sector
actors.
o Regular activities include house visits and in-person dissemination of
information on school enrolment
e Need for consistency in key messages for Back to School activities. Suggested
messages:
o Support services available
= launch of CCTE programme and how to submit an application for
inclusion in the CCTE
= Provision of subsidized transportation through MoNE
o Enrolment procedures (may differ from one location to another)
o Distribution of supplies (what, to whom and where items will be distributed)

UNICEF to share list of items included
in their school bags

Partners to share information with
UNICEF on planned distributions of
items to children (e.g. school bags)




5. Operational updates e An Accelerated Learning Programme is under development by MoNE. It will focus on
out-of-school children (O0OSC) in 12 provinces and will be delivered through Public
Education Centres. 20-25 hours of classes will be delivered to O0SC, including Turkish
language, Science, Mathematics, Social Science and Arabic. Two grades can be
completed in 4 months. Programme likely to start on 5 October.

. [UNICEF \is providing containers for pre-school education to expand provision of early
childhood education services at Turkish schools. Additional prefab classrooms will also
support the inclusion of refugee children enrolling in Grades 1,5 and 9.
