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OVERVIEW

Jewi Refugee Camp was established on 15 March 2015 and hosts refugee relocated from Leitchour and Nip Nip following
floods that left refugees in both locations homeless. This led to the establishment of the camp which offered home for
refugees to settle and live in safety and dignity. Leitchour was established in late February in 2014 and received refugees
relocated from Ethiopian border entry points of Akobo, Pagak, and Burbiey.
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Figures were frozen 31 August 2018 due to the
roll-out of a new registration system aiming to
enhance refugee data

RECENT DEVELOPMENTS

e ZOA has started their activities and stepped into the operation in Jewi camp in the intervention area of
environmental protection and livelihood project for local communities and as well for refugees in Jewi camp.

e Currently, two grinding mills out of four is functional under RaDO Management sourced out to private company
contractor.

Vision. ECCDs in the camp are active and managed by Save the Children. Two youth centers are active and run by Plan
International (zone A) and LWF (Zone B)

o On a monthly basis, food is supplied, transported and distributed to all refugees. General food basket includes cereals (13.5
ka), corn soy blend (1.5 ka), pulse (1.5 ka) and vegetable oil (0.9 ka), CSB++ (0.5ka), Salt (0.15ka).
