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In November, 43,000 new internal displacements
were monitored by the UNHCR-led Protection and
Returns Monitoring Network (PRMN). Of the
709,000 new displacements monitored year-to-
date, drivers include conflict and insecurity
(183,000), drought-related (142,000), floods
(369,000) and other reasons (15,000).

As of the reporting month, there were 35,582
refugees and asylum-seekers registered in
Somalia, mainly from Ethiopia (17,446 asylum
seekers and 4,259 refugees) and Yemen (50
asylum seekers and 13,209 refugees).

(264), Tanzania (121), Eritrea (105) among others.
